Practical handling

Absorbing Underpad is placed under the user. upward, ensuring the absorbing side of the underpad is turned
upward and the waterproof (blue) barrier downward.

The white side on the cotton/polyester models faces upward
while on the microfiber models the bright green side faces

Absorbing Underpads can be used as a draw sheet for user
transfers. It is recommended not to pull the flaps, only use
them for fixing under the bed mattress.
